SAFETY GUIDELINES
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INITIAL SETUP
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1

Clean the badge jig and the 
application area using isopropyl 
alcohol wipes or rubbing alcohol 
on a clean cloth.

Allow the surface to fully dry 
before installing badge.

NOTE: The button for the liftgate 
is sensitive - it is recommended to 
lock the liftgate while installing 
the badge to avoid it opening 
unexpectedly.

Use the lip at the top of the badge 
jig to locate the jig vertically on 
the R2 liftgate. 

Center the jig horizontally by 
placing the mark on the lower left 
tab 500mm from the left edge of 
the tailgate. 

The notch in the top should be 
placed at the liftgate button. 

Important: The top edge of the jig may 
need to be pushed up in the center to sit 
level with the center liftgate light across 
the entire jig.  The top edge of the jig 
should seat against the bottom edge of 
the lightbar

Use masking tape placed over the 
tabs to secure the jig to the 
liftgate.

One at a time, remove each letter 
from the carrier, carefully remove 
the adhesive protecting film and 
place it in its respective place in 
the jig. 
Apply pressure with a roller for 30 
seconds to the letter to ensure 
badge is fully attached.

Ensure the badge jig is clean and free of oils and 
debris that may damage paint Before Each Use

Visually inspect badge jig for wear or damage Before Each Use

Return badge jig to the special tools area. Do not 
place anything on the jig to prevent deformation. After Each Use
